Over the past several 
years, the AVF has made signifi-years, the AVF has made signifi-
cant improvements, including the cant improvements, including the 
purchase of a Case International purchase of a Case International 
Tractor and a Black Widow imple-Tractor and a Black Widow imple-
ment for use in the 4-H Livestock ment for use in the 4-H Livestock 
Barn, as well as the fairgrounds Barn, as well as the fairgrounds 
track and arena.  track and arena.  

In the spring of 2019, we added In the spring of 2019, we added 
new bleachers to the northwest new bleachers to the northwest 
side of the arena. In July 2024, side of the arena. In July 2024, 
we installed new bucking chutes we installed new bucking chutes 
and back pens, along with an and back pens, along with an 
announcers’ booth and dedicated announcers’ booth and dedicated 
offices for the Rodeo and Horse offices for the Rodeo and Horse 
Race, as well as a Calcutta area. In Race, as well as a Calcutta area. In 
July 2025, we further enhanced July 2025, we further enhanced 
the facility by acquiring a new the facility by acquiring a new 
sound system, two new power sound system, two new power 
poles, additional bleachers for poles, additional bleachers for 
the northeast side of the bucking the northeast side of the bucking 
chutes, along with three 21-foot chutes, along with three 21-foot 
and one 15-foot portable bleach-and one 15-foot portable bleach-
ers for use at the 4-H Livestock ers for use at the 4-H Livestock 
Pavilion and during the Demoli-Pavilion and during the Demoli-
tion Derby. tion Derby.
